{(a) Three classroom teachers, two of whom
are public elementary or secondary school teach-
ers, and one of whom teaches mn a community
college or unmiversity,

(b) Three public school admmstrators or
supervisors; and

(c¢) One pubhic member

(3) Commussioners shall be selected from
vartous parts of the state, and must have been
residents of the state for a period of three years
immechately preceding appointment

(4) The term of each commissioner 1s four
years No commissioner shall be eligible to serve
more than two full terms consecutively. The state
board shall fill all vacancies on the commission.

337.035 State board to establish guide-
lines and eriteria for review and selection
of textbooks. The State Board of Education by
rule shall establish guidelines and critersa for the
review and selection of textbooks to be used i the
public elementary and secondary schools mn this
state [1975 ¢ 754 §3]

337.040 Sessions of textbook commis-
sion. (1) The State Textbook Commssion shall
meet 1n a public meeting 1n the state capital on
the third Monday of November of each even-
numbered year for the purpose of reviewing and
selecting textbooks and other instructional mate-
rals, and may hold such other meetngs as are
necessary for proper performance of its duties

(2) Four commissioners shall constitute a
quorum

(3) The commuissioners shall elect a chairman
from among their number

(4) The Superintendent of Public Instruction
shall designate a staff member of the Department
of Education to act as secretary [Amended by 1953

337.050 Review and selection of books
and instructional materials. (1) The State
Textbook Commission shall review and select, for
periods established by the State Board of Educa-
tion, a multiple choice list of textbooks for each
grade and subject field in the standard curriculum
for which, in 1ts judgment, textbooks are
required The State Board of Education shall
consider the best educational interests of the
students as well as the most economical method
of purchasing textbooks in setting periods for
textbook review and selection The commission
shall refrain from selecting any textbook in a
subject field, whenever 1t finds that no textbook
can be documented as meeting, to the degree
determined by the State Board of Education, the
guidelines and criteria established by the State
Board of Education for textbooks. The commis-
sion may also review and select other instruc-
tional matenial which 1t considers appropnate for
grade and subject fields

(2) Subsequent to any November bienmal
selection, the commissioners may approve the
request of a publisher to substitute a more recent
edition of any officially adopted textbook or item
of mnstructional material in lieu of the edition or
item selected by the commission The commis-
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s10on shall meet to consider alternate selections for

337.055 State board to ratify or reject
textbook selections.

Board of Education, the guidehnes and critenia
for review and selection established under ORS

337.060 Submission of proposals by
publishers. (1) The proposals of each publisher
shall be submitted to the State Textbook Com-
miss10n 1n writing, not later than the third Mon-
day of November of each even-numbered year,
and shall be responsive to the requirements of
ORS 337 030 (3) and (4), and such other informa-
tion relating to the terms and conditions under
which the publisher proposes to furnish text-

337.075 Selection or rejection of pro-
posals. (1) The State Textbook Commission

may select or reject any textbook contained in
any proposal If the terms and conditions for
furnmishing a textbook in all proposals relating to
that textbook are considered by the commassion
to be unreasonable or the textbook 1s considered
to be unsuitable pursuant to guidelines and crite-
ra established by the State Board of Education,
the commission may reject the textbook

(2) At the same or subsequent sessions, the
commission may receive new proposals for a
textbook previously rejected and select the text-
book 1n the same manner as other textbooks are
required to be selected No proposal shall be
considered unless the publisher has delivered
without charge one copy of each textbook con-

(1) On
receving the report of the State Textbook Com-
mission, and after taking the action required by
ORS 337 055, the State Board of Education, as
soon as practicable, shall enter mmto a wnitten
contract with each pubhsher the textbook of
which has been selected by the commission when
that selection has been ratified by the state board
The contract shall require the pubhisher to main-
tam at least one depository to be designated by
the State Board of Education, where such text-
books may be purchased and to furmsh such
textbooks according to law and the conditions
named 1n the proposal

(2) The State Board of Education shall take
from each publisher entering into a contract a
good and sufficient bond 1n such sum as stipu-
lated damages as the board may determine, paya-
ble to the State of Oregon for the benefit of the
Common School Fund, executed by the publisher
as obligor together with a surety company author-
1zed to do business 1n this state as surety and
approved by the State Board of Education, for
the full and faithful performance of the contract

(3) If any publisher fais to carry out the
provisions of the contract on the part of the
publisher, or, with intent to evade the provisions
of the contract, sells any of the textbooks 1n this
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state at prices lugher than specified i the con-
tract of the publisher, the State Board of Educa-
tion may, on behalf of the state, rescind the
contract and notify the pubhisher thereof, or bring
the appropriate action or suit to enforce the
provisions of the pubhisher’s bond {Amended by 1965

337.100 Circular of approved text-
books. Prior to February 1 of every odd-num-
bered year, the Superintendent of Public
Instruction shall, under the direction of the State
Board of Education, 1ssue a circular giving the full
title of each book selected by the State Textbook
Commission when the selection was ratified by
the state board, with such other information as
the state board may consider useful [Amended by
1965 ¢ 100 §258, 1975 ¢ 754 §13]

337.110 Selection of substitute or addi-
tional textbooks. If at any time during the
period for which a textbook 1s on the approved
list, 1t becomes necessary for the State Textbook
Commission to select any textbook mstead of or
1n addition to those regularly selected, the charir-
man of the commission or the Superintendent of
Public Instruction may call a special session of
the commisston It may, upon convening, select
such textbook in the same manner as other text-
books are required to be selected, except the

337.120 School board selection, pur-
chase and use of approved texthooks and
instructional materials.

list The district school board may involve cit-

{2) The board shall cause at least one-half of
the books or matenals, according to titles, so
selected to be used 1n 1ts schools at the beginning
of the next school year following the selection and
the remainder thereof at the beginning of the
second school year following the selection, except
when authorized by the Superintendent of Public
Instruction to postpone such use for a reasonable

(2) The district school board of any school
district having a population of 15,000 or more
average dailly membership may adopt and use
textbooks i place of or in addition to those
adopted by the State Board of Education pro-
vided they meet the guidelines and criteria estab-
hshed by the State Board of Education Nothing
1n this section prohibits employes of a district
described 1n this subsection from serving on the
State Textbook Commission or otherwise par-

337.150 School board duty to provide
textbooks. Each district school board shall
provide textbooks, prescnibed or authorized by

337.260 Textbooks on American his-
tory and government. Every board, comms-
sion, committee or officer responsible for the
selection of textbooks for use in the pubhc schools
shall select textbooks on American history and
government which adequately stress the services
rendered by those who achieved our national
ndependence, who established our form of con-
stitutional government and who preserved our
federal union Respect for all people, regardless of
race, color, creed, national origin, age, sex, or
handicap, and their contributions to our history
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and system of government shall be reflected 1n
the textbooks adopted by the State Board of

CURRICULUM IMPROVEMENT

337.510 Purposes of law. The purposes
of ORS 337510 to 337 560 are to encourage
programs of curriculum improvement by school
districts and to increase the scope of curriculum
services to the public schools by the Department
of Education [1957 ¢ 642 §1, 1963 ¢ 570 §12, 1965 ¢ 100
§266)

337.520 Definitions for ORS 337.510
to 337.560. As used in QRS 337510 to
337 560

(1) “Curriculum” means the planned educa-
tional experiences provided for children under
the direction of teachers by a school district or by
personnel of the Department of Education.

(2) “Curnculum improvement plan” means a
written proposal for the study, development or
reorganization of the design for educational expe-
riences for children by a school district or by the
Department of Education {1957 c 642 §2, 1963 ¢ 544
§44, 1965 c 100 §267, 1967 ¢ 67 §7]

337.530 Duties of Superintendent of
Public Instruction. The Superintendent of
Pubhic Instruction shall review all claims for
reimbursement submitted under the provisions of
ORS 337510 to 337560 On approval of any
claim, the Superintendent of Publc Instruction
shall order the same paid from moneys specifi-
cally approprated for the program under ORS
337 510 to 337 560 [1957 ¢ 642 §3, 1963 ¢ 570 §13, 1965
¢ 100 §268]

337.540 Apportionments for curricu-
lum improvement. (1) Upon the presentation
of proper evidence to the Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction that a curriculum improvement
plan has been satisfactorily carried on as submat-
ted to and approved by the Superintendent of
Public Instruction for that fiscal year, a school
district shall be entitled to an apportronment
from the moneys specifically approprated for the
program under ORS 337 510 to 337 560

(2) The amount of retmbursement for which
a school district may become eligible for carrying
on.a curriculum improvement plan under ORS
337 510 to 337 560 shall not exceed an amount
which 1s the product of 50 cents and the average
daily membership of pupils enrolied in the dis-
trict schools for the school year ending June 30
prior to submission of the plan The amount of

rembursement shall not exceed the amount of
the actual expenditures of the district incurred in
carrying out the approved curriculum improve-
ment plan which are in excess of its ordinary
expenditures for such purpose

(3) In the event that the funds available for
reimbursement under ORS 337 510 to 337 560
are msufficient to meet all approved claims 1 any
one year, the funds shall be prorated according to
the ratio that the total amount of funds available
bears to the total amount that would be required
to pay all claims under ORS 337 510 to 337.560
for the fiscal year [1957 c 642 §§5, 6, 7, 1963 ¢ 544 §45,
1963 ¢ 570 §14, 1965 ¢ 100 §269]

337.560 State-wide curriculum
improvement plan. As part of a program to
increase the scope of curriculum services to the
public schools, the Superintendent of Public
Instruction may approve a state-wide curriculum
mmprovement plan to be carried on under direc-
tion of the Department of Education [1957 ¢ 642
§10, 1963 c 570 §15]

337.560 Joint plans. (1) Two or more
school districts may submit a joint curriculum
immprovement plan to the education service dis-
trict board of the county in which they are
organized, and 1f the board approves the plan, the
board shall submit 1t to the Superintendent of
Public Instruction for approval Claims for rexm-
bursement under such an approved plan shall be
submitted by the school districts through the
office of the education service district board, and
such claims shall bear 1ts approval The Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction shall then authorize
payments to the claimant school districts 1n the
amounts they are entitled to under the provisions
of ORS 337 510 to 337 560

(2) The education service district board may,
with the consent of the school distncts con-
cerned, organize a jomnt curriculum improvement
plan and submit 1t to the Superintendent of
Public Instruction for approval Reimbursements
for such an approved plan shall be made as
provided 1n subsection (1) of this section

(3) Under the provisions of ORS 337 510 to
337 560, education service district boards may
organize, admimister and pay the operating
expenses of joint curnculum improvement pro-
grams as authorized i this section, in which
component school districts voluntanly partici-
pate When such joint plan has been approved by
the Superintendent of Pubhe Instruction, he may
order payments to which the participating school
districts are entitled under ORS 337 510 to
337 560 to be made to the office of the education
service district board which has administered the
